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Papua New Guinea completed its Initial National Communication (INC) on Climate Change and submitted it to the
secretariat of the United Nations Framework Convention on Climate Change (UNFCCC) during the Eight Conference
of the Parties in November 2002. The project for the preparation of the Second National Communication (SNC) is a
continual step towards further implementation of the UNFCCC at the national level.

The purpose of the project is to prepare a comprehensive report on climate change related issues. The analysis
contained in the INC will be updated and upgraded/extended in order to ensure the preparation of a
comprehensive SNC. Furthermore, the project will work towards ensuring that climate change issues are not
considered as separate national and local environmental concerns but are integrated into the national and local
strategic planning process.
