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This UNDP-Milne Bay Provincial Government project is a supplementary project to the GEF funded Community-
based Coastal and Marine Conservation in Milne Bay Province which aims to strengthen local capacity for marine
and coastal biodiversity conservation and establish a representative system of community managed marine
protected areas in Milne Bay Province, geared to securing conservation and sustainable use objectives.

The purpose of the project is to ensure that the key outputs for the Global Environment Facility (GEF) funded Project
activities from Phase 1 have been met, and the necessary provisions are made for Phase 2 of the project. The main
focus of this supplementary project is therefore to strengthen the Milne Bay Provincial Government (MBPG)
institutional policy framework to formally establish Marine Protected Areas (MPAs) and enhance its management
and financial capacities to manage project implementation during Phase 2 with an additional objective to conduct
an end-of-project evaluation of the GEF funded project as the basis of mobilizing alternative funding for the
continuation and sustainability of the project outcomes beyond Phase 1.
