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Background

Many countries faced several capacity challenges in meeting their international environmental obligations after signing the
following international agreements; 1) United Nations Convention on Biological Diversity (UNCBD), 2) United Nations
Framework Convention on Climate Change (UNFCCC), and 3) United Nations Convention to Combat Land Degradation
(UNCCD). The realization of these challenges led to the formulation of the National Capacity Self-Assessment (NCSA) for Global
Environmental Management Project which is focussed on conducting an assessment of countries’ capacity to implement these
international agreements. The project is funded by the Global Environment Facility and is nationally executed by countries
covered under this initiative.

Purpose of project

The project will identify and articulate capacity obstacles and needs with respect to meeting PNG’s global environmental
obligations. This will be undertaken through a country-driven participatory process which would enable a national self-
assessment of PNG's capacity building priorities to be improved to enhance national and global environmental management.
The identification of country level priorities and needs for capacity building will contribute to catalysing domestic and/or
externally assisted action
